AGREEMENT ON THE IMPLEMENTATION OF TEMPUS PROJECT

· The University of Belgrade, Studentski trg 1, 11000 Belgrade, Serbia, represented by the Rector, Prof. Dr. Branko Kovacevic, (hereinafter: Project Coordinator), and

· The University of ............., ...... (street and number), ....... (ZIP code and city) ........., represented by .................................., (hereinafter: Project Partner).

Article 1

The subject of this Agreement is the implementation of TEMPUS project ........ (Reference No., Grant Agreement No., project title) ................... (hereinafter: the Project) in accordance with the Grant Agreement signed by Education, Audiovisual and Culture Executive Agency as the financer and the University of Belgrade as the Coordinator of the project (hereinafter: Grant Agreement).

This Agreement is limited by obligations and rights determined by the above mentioned Grant Agreement.

Article 2

Project Partner agrees to fulfill all assumed obligations in time of implementation of this agreement (........ – .........), in deadlines set in Activity plan and Time diagram of planned activities for the above mentioned period, in accordance with project application.

All other conditions and criteria, not least the justification of costs, shall not be changed by this Agreement, but shall remain the same as it has been defined in the Grant Agreement.

Article 3

Project Coordinator agrees to transfer funds to the account of Project Partner for the purpose of implementation of project activities which are in full compliance with Activity Plan and Time diagram of planned activities in the project application, and in accordance with the Grant Agreement and dynamics of project implementation.

The plan of transfer of project funds shall be defined in Annexes to this Agreement and shall be in accordance with the dynamics of inflow of funds to the Coordinator’s account, dynamics of project implementation and fully implemented and documented activities of Project Partner.

In case that Project Partner does not fulfill the obligations determined by the project plan, Project Coordinator shall inform the Rector of University - Project Partner about this in written form, and suspend further payments until the obligations from project plan are fulfilled.

From the moment of transfer of funds to the account of Project Partner, all rights and obligations for activities defined in the Agreement shall be the responsibility of Project Partner;

Article 4

Project Partner agrees to avail of the grant exclusively for the purposes defined by the project, in accordance with instructions and regulations of this Agreement and the Grant Agreement.
The planned budget of Project Partner is listed in euros, in compliance with the Grant Agreement, and according to categories of costs given in the following table:

All costs listed in the table also include 10% of co-financing by Project Partner, and 90% of the costs are the grant of TEMPUS program.
The listed budget amounts represent the settled amounts according to cost categories, for the period of implementation of this Agreement. The listed amounts can be lower if the incurred expenses of Project Partner are lower than expected, or in case that Project Partner does not fulfill the assumed obligations in the set deadline and in accordance with project plan. The amounts of budget for these categories represent the maximal amounts for entire project period and can under no circumstances exceed the listed ones.

Total funds for the procurement of equipment have to be used exclusively for the procurement of equipment for Project Partner. This equipment shall be the ownership of Project Partner.

The division of indirect costs between Project Coordinator and Project Partner shall be carried out in the way that Project Coordinator is responsible for 50% of total indirect costs, while the remaining 50% of total indirect costs is divided among all project partners, including the Project Coordinator.

Other matters regarding the transfer of funds for the expenses of project implementation and the planned dynamics of spending these funds shall be regulated between Parties by special Annexes to this Agreement.

         Article 5

Project coordinator shall transfer all funds allocated to Project Partner, including the funds for fees and reimbursement for the work of participants and administrative staff, expenses of travel and stay, equipment, printing and publishing of material, any other expenses and indirect costs, directly to the account of Project Partner;

„Each transfer of project funds shall be paid from the account of Project Coordinator: University of Belgrade, account with the National Bank of Serbia, …………………………………., to the account of Project Partner: University of ...................... account with the …………………………………….., number ......................“

Article 6

At the request of Project Coordinator, Project Partner shall submit a narrative report on project implementation as well as the financial report on the availed funds, together with supporting documents (IMR and Convention forms, copies of bills, copies of certain decisions etc.)
For each amount of budget transferred to the account of Project Partner on the grounds of Annexes to this Agreement, Project Partner shall submit a financial report and supporting documents to the Project Coordinator. On the occasion of signing an Annex which regulates the next transfer of funds, Project Coordinator and Project Partner shall define the rebalance of any project funds remaining on the account of Project Partner in the Annex.

Project Partner shall submit to Project Coordinator the Final Report on project implementation, which shall include a narrative report for the time of implementation of this agreement and the financial report on all incurred expenses, together with supporting documents, 30 days after the expiry of this Agreement at the latest.

Project Coordinator shall not reimburse the expenses incurred by inadequate use of grant as in Article 4 of this Agreement, expenses which don’t meet the purpose and expenses which are not supported by documents required by the Grant Agreement.
Project Partner shall keep the above mentioned documents by the date determined by the Register of public records with terms of preservation, and not less than five years after the end of the project.

Article 7

At the end of project implementation and on the grounds of submitted final report together with financial report, the funds which were not spent for the purposes defined by the project shall be returned to the account of Project Coordinator, at the Coordinator’s request.

The funds which Project Partner has not spent in accordance with Grant Agreement, the rules of Tempus program implementation, this Agreement and its Annexes and the funds which have not been supported by adequate documentation shall be returned to the account of Project Coordinator, at the Coordinator’s request.

Article 8

The Parties agree to solve any disputes by mutual agreement. In case that the disputes cannot be settled by agreement, the parties herewith agree that the authorized court in Belgrade, Serbia, shall be the venue for all legal disputes.
